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A group of 18 architects agree to take over the floor of a 
pre-fab concrete office block at a nondescript edge of a 
city. It contains little quality. We agree to remove a primary 
wall to open the space and fill openings in walls and floors. 
It’s rough-cut reordering, like a scale model. In the cha-
os, we agree to call ourselves Zurich International. Work 
continues—false ceilings removed to increase height and 
new electrical layouts set a compositional framework for 
what’s to follow. Inflicting subtle and brutal acts on robust 
mediocre architecture feels like operating by a simultane-
ous process of occupation and intervention.

PART II

Precision is required. We start to obsess. A CHF 5K stain-
less steel designer kitchen bought for 200.00 euros from 
a Paris suburb sets the tone—it’s beautiful and sleek—we 
think we’re in love. Three minimalist black prisms—oven, 
dishwasher, fridge—follow. Objects and materials are cho-
sen for their clean aesthetic quality. We import aluminium 
honeycomb sheets and ultralight high-tech textile ripstop 
fabric used in the extreme sports industry. It’s economic 
ultra-thin division-making on an industrial scale. Four 10 
mm thick black-coated glass plate sheets—replacements 
from a flimsy insurance job claim—are added to some 
Ambasz/Piretti Dorsal Office chairs [circa 1978], bought on 
the cheap from an ETH depot. Weeks are lost to a game 
of compositional neurosis as elements are positioned and 
repositioned again—Andre-esque ordering as we attempt 
to amplify the character of the space.
